As depicted in the diagram, the base is
the concept of a modern Gurukula that
sustains all relationships and activities at
SSSIHL. It is responsible for creating and
sustaining the congenial environment
necessary for the teacher-student
interaction to grow and develop.

Adherence to discipline and appropriate
behaviour are the two important
aspects that encompass all interactions.
The five human values of Truth,

Right Conduct, Peace, Love and Non-
violence form the undercurrent of the
integral education’s dimensions.

The key activities for each of the five
dimensions - Intellectual, Physical,
Cultural, Devotional and Service - form
the basis of most of a student's time at
SSSIHL.
